All-party committee on mental health and addictions

An all-party committee with representatives from the three major political parties has been formed by the Ontario legislature.   The Select Committee on Mental Health and Addictions will provide advice on the province's strategies to treat and manage mental illness and addiction. The Minister of Health and Long-Term Care also has an advisory group made up of consumer/survivors, family members, service providers and researchers.

A report is expected to be released by the Select Committee in 2010 describing the mental health and addiction service needs of First Nations, Inuit and Métis peoples, and of children, young adults and seniors. It will also present innovative service approaches and identify ways to leverage existing opportunities and initiatives within the current system.

The Select Committee on Mental Health and Addictions will be holding hearings in the months of June, August and September.  
The current schedule for Committee Hearings is the following:

· June 2009 committee hearing will be held  in Windsor, St. Thomas, Hamilton and Kingston; 

· August and September 2009 committee hearings will be held in Toronto, Thunder Bay, Sudbury, North Bay and Ottawa.
