Community-Based Mental Health Programs 

I am writing to invite you to participate in an online survey about how best to provide community-based mental health supports that meet the needs of multicultural Canada. We would like to know about your current practices with respect to assessment of organizational responsiveness to the needs of cultural-linguistic groups, needs assessment in regard to services for cultural-linguistic groups, governance, human resources practices, linguistic capacity, and how you involve people from cultural-linguistic communities in planning and assessing your services. We are also interested in learning about the successes you have had with particular approaches to programming, or outreach efforts to include people from diverse cultural backgrounds in the delivery of your services.
The survey will take about 30 minutes to complete, and should be completed by the Executive Director, or mental health program area head. Your participation in this survey is voluntary but we hope you will take a few minutes to complete it and help us understand what is being done to meet the mental health needs of diverse cultural linguistic communities in Ontario.
