If the operating plan is proposing any significant changes to the agency’s operation (e.g. a change in target population), then the agency must also submit a rationale for the change as well as evidence of support for the change from relevant local partner agencies. Before making any changes, the agency must receive written approval from the ministry.

Application

All funded agencies

Rationale

Any change to the target population served, or to the programs or services provided by the agency would constitute a change to the terms of the agency’s Transfer Payment Agreement (TPA). Since neither party can amend the terms of a contract unilaterally, the MOHLTC retains the right to approve all such changes before they are implemented.

Discussion

As the manager of Ontario’s mental health and addiction systems, the ministry is responsible for ensuring that an appropriate range of services is available in communities across the province, and that the priority population is adequately served. Any significant change in operations may be problematic from either or both of these perspectives. Letters of support from partner agencies will ensure that they are aware of, and supportive of the proposed change and that, in their opinion, it will benefit the community. 

NOTE: Letters of support should be current, and should make specific reference to the change being proposed. Generic or out-of-date letters of support are not acceptable.
