Substance abuse and problem gambling agencies must also report any service changes to the Drug and Alcohol Registry of Treatment (DART) or the Ontario Problem Gambling Helpline (OPGH).

Application

All substance abuse and problem gambling agencies

Note: Mental Health Agencies will be required to report to Mental Health Service Information Ontario (MHSIO) following its launch in December 2005. 

Rationale

The Drug and Alcohol Registry of Treatment (DART) and the Ontario Problem Gambling Helpline provide free, round-the-clock access to information about Ontario’s substance abuse and problem gambling programs. Analysis of the aggregate data contained in the databases that support these services generates system-level information which is then used by the Ministry, other planners and researchers to identify trends, anticipate system needs and determine priorities. 

Discussion

To ensure that the data provides a comprehensive view of the services currently available, the MOHLTC requires that all funded agencies participate in DART and/or OPGH as relevant. To ensure appropriate referrals, the Ministry also notes that agencies should inform current and potential referral sources of any changes in the services provided.
