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Mental Health Services funded under the Assertive Community Treatment Team (ACTT) program are required to sign a specific transfer payment agreement with MOHLTC, which outlines provincial standards and expectations for service delivery and reporting requirements. As part of that agreement, they are also required to complete annual ACCT surveys.

Application

All agencies that operate Assertive Community Treatment Teams

Rationale

NOTE: This requirement no longer applies. ACT Teams are now covered in the agency’s general Transfer Payment Agreement. As of April 2004 ACTT data are captured in the Common Data Set - Mental Health (CDS-MH). However, the MOHLTC may require supplementary data related to specific areas of interest in any given year.
