As part of their transfer payment agreement with MOHLTC, all agencies that receive ministry funding to provide addictions services  - including withdrawal management services - must participate in the DART and/or OPGH registries.

Application

All addiction agencies

Note: Mental Health Agencies will be required to report to Mental Health Service Information Ontario (MHSIO) following its launch in December 2005. 

Rationale

Operated by ConnexOntario (which also manages the Ontario Problem Gambling Helpline and Mental Heath Service Information Ontario), the Drug and Alcohol Registry of Treatment (DART) offers free, round-the-clock access to information about Ontario’s addiction services. OPGH provides parallel information related to problem gambling services. Analysis of the aggregate data contained in the DART and OPGH databases generates system-level information which is then used by the Ministry, other planners and researchers to identify trends, anticipate system needs and determine priorities. 

To ensure that the information contained in the DART and OPGH databases is accurate and current, the MOHLTC requires that all substance abuse treatment services report regularly to DART/OPGH about the types of services they provide and the length of their waiting lists. 

Discussion

Most types of programs (assessment/referral, residential and day/evening treatment) report weekly. The frequency with which each agency is expected to report is defined in the Agency Reporting Agreement. Please refer to your agency’s Agreement for details.
