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Agencies are required to acknowledge the support of the Government of Ontario in all publicly distributed reports, materials, advertising and publicity. Use of the Trillium logo is subject to prior written approval of the Ministry’s Director of Communications.

Application

All funded agencies. 

Rationale

Inclusion of the acknowledgement will help to inform readers about the use of their tax dollars to support community mental health and addiction programs. The Trillium logo is the registered trademark of the Government of Ontario. Use of the logo could be perceived as implying the government’s endorsement of the communication. Consequently, it must not be used without approval.

Discussion

The ministry specifies the required format for the acknowledgement:

“(Agency name) acknowledges the financial support of the Government of Ontario. The view represented are those of the authors and do not necessarily reflect those of the Government of Ontario.”

Agencies that wish to use the Trillium logo should contact their local regional ministry office to discuss the process for approval.

The ministry also notes that:

“All agencies are reminded that ministry funding cannot be used to support lobbying activities, and the ministry’s name should not appear on any communications materials intended to support lobbying activities.”
