MR 55

The merger/amalgamation of agencies providing mental health services must support the strategic directions/ministry policy set out in Making it Happen, and the recommendations from the Mental Health Implementation Task Forces and/or the rationalization project.

Application

Mental health agencies

Clarification

The MOHLTC has amended this requirement to read as follows:

“The merger/amalgamation of mental health programs must support the strategic directions/ministry policy set out in Making it Happen or subsequent policy documents of the MOHLTC. This means ensuring that mental health services be planned, organized and delivered in a manner that is consistent with the continuum of care requirements and service guidelines.”

Rationale

The strategic directions articulated in policy documents such as Making it Happen are intended to ensure the development of a coordinated mental health service delivery system. That goal will only be achieved if each of the agencies within the system supports those directions.
