The merger/amalgamation of agencies providing addiction services must reflect the strategic direction/policy set out in Setting the Course and provide the information summarized in Appendix 7. 

Application

Addiction service agencies

Clarification

The MOHLTC has amended this requirement to read as follows:

“The merger/amalgamation of agencies providing addiction service must reflect the strategic directions/ policy set out in Setting the Course or subsequent policy documents of the MOHLTC. This means ensuring improvement in how services are delivered, monitored, evaluated, structured, planned and organized.”

Rationale

The strategic directions articulated in policy documents such as Setting the Course are intended to ensure the development of a coordinated addiction treatment system. That goal will only be achieved if each of the agencies within the system supports those directions.
