Agencies must have MOHLTC approval to close. Agencies are required to give MOHLTC a minimum of 60 days notice of their intention to close a program.

Application

All funded agencies

Rationale

As the manager of Ontario’s mental health and addiction systems, the MOHLTC is responsible for ensuring the health and viability of those systems. The closure of an agency and the resulting reduction in service will have significant implications for the system of which it is a part and may result in increased pressure on other members of the system.

Discussion

Sixty days notice of closure will allow the Ministry to identify alternative resources and permit other agencies to consider making adjustments to their programs/services to accommodate clients/consumers of the agency scheduled to close.
