MR 66

Although MOHLTC encourages agencies to raise funds, ministry funds cannot be used to support fundraising activities (e.g. salary for a fund raiser, supplies, advertising). Any fundraised dollars must be accounted for separately on the agency’s audited financial statement.

Application

All MOHLTC-funded agencies that also raise funds from other sources

Rationale

The MOHLTC funds agencies to provide mental health and addiction services. To enhance their ministry budgets or to allow them to offer programs and services not supported by the ministry, many agencies conduct independent fundraising activities. The MOHLTC does not consider the costs associated with these activities to be an essential component of direct service and, consequently, does not fund them.

Discussion

The Operating Manual notes that, although the MOHLTC restricts the use of its own funds to support fundraising activities, the ministry places no such limits on the way agencies can use fundraised monies.
