As a condition of funding, the agency agrees to co-operate fully with any ministry-initiated financial review.

Application

All funded agencies

Rationale

As recipients of public funding, community mental health and addiction agencies must use that funding responsibly and maintain appropriate financial controls. As the system funder, the MOHLTC is responsible for monitoring agencies’ use of their assigned resources and investigating financial complaints and/or concerns. Financial reviews are one of the monitoring/investigation mechanisms available. 

Discussion

The Operating Manual notes that the MOHLTC will give agencies 24 hours advance written notice of its intention to conduct a financial review. Agencies are required to ensure that the reviewer has access to all of the required financial information. The Operating Manual also notes that the financial review may be undertaken in conjunction with an operational/program review, and sets out the process for review of the findings and implementation of the recommendations which result.
