Updates

1. Page 5, Section 1.3 and Page 7, Section 1.4: The bullets have been adjusted to:

Review and identify current and emerging practices and standards within addictions and mental health within the context of supportive housing.
· Identify research directions and analysis of the potential of permanent supportive housing to address issues of homelessness and associated high frequency of re-admissions to addiction programs among people with problematic substance use.

· Provide direction based on evidence and consultation towards the development of a seamless continuum of addiction and mental health supports and services within the context of supportive housing.

· Monitor and Report Back of Key Indicators through providing: a) Preliminary report back and analysis of key indicators
· Compilation of data, collected and broken down, where possible, by demographic and geographic groupings as related to this Addiction Supportive Housing Initiative.

2. Page 6, Budget: Should now read "Consultation and Research" rather than "Consultant and Research".

3. Page 7, References: Professional references are required upon submission.

4. Page 10, #3: Certificates of Commercial Liability Insurance.
Q&A
Q1: Are there any specific policies around addiction supportive housing in Ontario? 
A1: No, not that we are aware of. 

Q2: What is the number of service and housing providers that offer addiction supportive housing? 

A2: Over 1000 units were devoted to addiction supportive housing in Ontario in 2008 (Page 5 of RFS). There are at least 2 per Local Health Integration Network (LHIN). We are currently waiting to receive information on the actual number of providers. 

Q3: On page 5 of the RFS, one of the goals addresses a “seamless continuum” for mental health and addictions. Is this not already being addressed by the mental health strategy?

A3: Yes, a seamless continuum is being addressed by the mental health strategy, but we would like this addressed in the context of supportive housing. 

Q4: What is meant by “geographical” location on the top of page 6, in the final bullet point?

A4: Geographical areas are meant to refer to LHINs. 

Q5: What is meant by “training and registration” in the budget on page 6? 

A5: Training and registration is meant for conducting focus groups, which would also require registration. 

Q6: Is it possible to see previous proposals that we have received for reference?

A6: No. We cannot forward past proposals for confidentiality reasons. 

Q7: What are the payment terms?

A7: Payment terms will be negotiated with the vendor.

Q8: Will there be access to a list of service and housing providers providing addiction supportive housing in Ontario?

A8: Yes.
